Open to students across Richmond,
RAIL combines rigorous academics with hands-on, real-world learning experiences that encourage
students to explore ideas, solve problems, and make meaningful connections between their learning
and the world around them.

Students accepted into the program enrol in RAIL classes as part of a cohort experience, in addition
to classes with the Palmer Secondary School community.

A Unique Learning Experience

RAIL is built around inquiry, innovation, collaboration, and experiential learning. Students work
closely with dedicated RAIL teachers who guide them through interdisciplinary projects that connect
learning across subject areas and encourage deeper thinking.

The program is designed to help students develop:

e Leadership and personal responsibility

e Adaptability and resilience

e Confidence as learners and contributors

Through engaging projects and authentic learning experiences, students are encouraged to take
risks, ask meaningful questions, and become active participants in their education.

1. Application — Students and families complete an application outlining their interests,
experiences, and reasons for applying to the program.

2. Grade 7 Teacher Review — Current teachers provide input regarding the student's learning
habits, engagement, collaboration skills, and readiness for the program.

3. In-Person Assessment and Interview — Applicants participate in an interactive assessment
and interview designed to showcase their problem-solving abilities, communication skills,
creativity, and enthusiasm for inquiry-based learning.

This holistic process helps ensure that students are well-matched to the program and prepared to
benefit from the unique learning opportunities that RAIL provides.
